Minutes

Peggy called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.
1. Review and approve June 20, 2016 minutes
A. Marc made a motion seconded by Dave to accept the minutes as presented. Motion passed unanimously. 
2. Additions/Deletions to agenda
A. Peggy will fill-out and return the 911 Dispatch Survey from Karen Horn  
B. Dave reported that he received a message from Paul Tomassi regarding the tire drop in September. The current vendor will not pick up the tires if there are less than 500. There will be more discussion regarding the issue at the Sewerboard Meeting next week.  

3. Public Comment - None
4. Review and sign Selectmen’s, Equipment & Road Orders

A. Orders were reviewed and signed.
5. Zoning – No one was present
6. Zoning Administrator Report-Arlene Starr
A. Permits were issued to Ed Lovejoy on Poplar Drive for a porch and Craig Simmons on Cemetery Road for an open porch on the front of the house and an enlargement to a shed
B. There was a site visit to Jay Peak for a 1 year permit renewal for the administrative buildings with the same conditions as the previous permit. 

C. There will be two sub-division Hearings Sandra Leonard on Partridge Hollow Road and the Marcus Desrocher on the Loop Road in Jay. 
D. Harold has noticed the Mike Pappalardo appears to be constructing the driveway into his subdivision in a different location than the one agreed upon with Harold. Arlene will contact Mike in writing regarding compliance with the permit.   

E. Peggy mentioned that there are two positions on the zoning board that are up for reappointment in September.  

7. Road Commissioner Report/Updates- Harold Morse
A. In response to a request sent to Peggy by Denise Rossignol, Harold will order and install a Dead End sign on Morin Drive and install the new Morin Drive sign.
B. David Paulson on Sargent’s Way has lined the road with large rocks which can cause problems in the winter. The Board agreed to send him a letter reminding him that he cannot put anything within the Town’s 25 foot right of way and the rocks on the side of the road must be moved out of the right of way.
C. Discussion followed regarding Blacktopping of Cross Road / North Hill Road. They have filled the pot holes with gravel. Gray’s Paving quoted a price of $8,580 for 1.5 inches of blacktop for one tenth of a mile. There is a section that needs to be shimmed before the tar is placed on it. The worst part of the road is approximately three-tenths of a mile that needs shimming and blacktop and will cost about $50,000.  Harold will contact the State to see if there is any additional money available for paving.  
D. Harold is still having trouble getting companies to identify where the communication / electric lines are located. VT Electric Co-op will come to identify their lines but Harold will have to also contact all of the other companies such as Fairpoint, At&T etc. 
E. Dave mentioned that there is a tree leaning on the communication lines on Rivoir Flats. Harold has also seen it and the identified the line belonging to either AT&T or Fairpoint since Comcast lines run under ground. Dave will contact them. 

F. Peggy asked when the JCRC signs will be installed. Harold indicated he and Jeff Morse will do it when Jeff returns from vacation. 
8. Revolving Loan Fund-NVDA or Community Capital of Vermont
A. Peggy made a motion seconded by Dave to enter into executive Session to discuss legal issues regarding the fund. Motion passed unanimously and the Board entered executive session at 7:33 p.m. The Board returned from executive session at 7:43 p.m.
B. Dave made a motion seconded by Mark to table the discussion on the revolving Loan fund to a later Selectboard meeting after the Board receives additional information from Community Capital of Vermont and NVDA. 

9. 2016 Tax Rate


A. Dave made a motion seconded by Peggy to authorize the 2016 Tax rate as follows: Town .2799, Local Agreement-.0003, Homestead-1.4316, Non-Residential-1.5615.  The Homestead and Non-Residential are for education. Motion passed unanimously. 
10. VLCT News was reviewed 
11. Center Common Christmas Tree-What to do
A. Steve Button has volunteered to help trim the lower branches of the Christmas Tree. 
12. Land Trust – Nothing new at this time

A. Dave made a motion seconded by Marc to adjourn. Motion passed unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 8:42 p.m.
