Zoning Administrator Report



i. Arlene reported on the 3 permits she issued: a 10’x10’ tool shed on North Jay Road, a log 



house with a wrap-around porch that will replace a small shack on property near the Space 



Research gate and a structure on the corner of Sargent’s Way and Gendron Road.


ii. Black River Builders will be roofing slope side condos at Jay Peak which does not require a 


permit.



iii. There will be a hearing on June 8 for a 6 lot subdivision of 3 acres each on the top of 



Stevens Mill Road. 



iv. Jay Peak




a. Permits were granted for the two banner signs at the main entrance




b. Conditions were put on the permits for the construction trailers at the State Side parking 




lot along with doubling of the fees for the 3 trailers already placed on the site: Up to 12 




are allowed on the permit however 10 have to be gone by November 15, 2015 and the 




others must be removed by February. The zoning administrator will review on a monthly 




basis the number of trailers located at the site to ensure permit compliance. 



c. Jay Peak representatives will present revised plans at the June 8, 2015 meeting. It is 




unlikely they will be building the medical center at this time. 




d. Jay Peak does not feel they should have to reapply yearly for a permit for the 





administrative office complex structures. Arlene will recommend the Zoning Board and 




Jay Peak discuss it at the June 8, 2015 meeting.

Woodshed Road: 


i. Harold is hoping they will be able to complete a 50’-100’section of the road daily starting by 


June 15 2015 or earlier if possible. They have cut most of the trees needed for the road 



improvement and Harold is looking into using a double matt system which is permeated 


with seeds for the banks. Harold will meet with John and Christine Engler before they  start 


work on the parking lot improvement. 

B. He is looking into turning the old red truck into a flatbed in order to carry the chloride tank 


rather than spend $1000-$1500 for a replacement truck box.


C. The grader is having some problems. It runs ok at low throttle but has a vibration after a 


certain speed. They will keep using it until they decide what to do with it. 


D. Harold suggested the Town pay for the party-time labor he currently hires when needed. 


Harold will keep track of the hours his worker spends working for the town and submit them 


to Tara for payment. 


E. Harold will deliver approximately 12 loads of gravel to the West Jay Road. 


F. The toilet is working at the old town garage. The line was frozen and is now fixed. Harold will 


install crushed stone behind the old town garage to help with drainage. 


G. Dave S. will call Bill Worth or Bob Carroll about putting a water diverter system on the back 


of the Town Hall.
