Jay Selectboard Meeting

Minutes

Peggy called the meeting to order at 6:38 p.m.
1. Review and approve April 21, 2014 minutes 

A. Marc made a motion seconded by Dave to accept the minutes as presented. Motion passed.
2. Review and sign Selectmen’s, Equipment & Road Orders
A. Orders were reviewed and signed
3. David Paulson
A. David explained his frustration with trying get a permit to erect a garage / workshop with a well and septic on his property. 
B. Dave S. explained that the permits issued to neighboring properties were issued according to law and that Tara has nothing to do with the issuing of permits so David P. should not need to contact her for anything regarding this issue. 

C. Tara explained to David P. that the Town has no jurisdiction over State permits and that David P. needs to present his evidence to the State in order for them to assure his neighbors are in compliance with the issued permits. 

D.  Peggy requested that David control his temper and that yelling at Tara or any other Town Official is unacceptable. 

E. Harold is working on repairing a culvert issue on David’s property but indicated that much of the drainage problem is being caused by the David’s driveway culvert slanting the wrong way.    

4. Zoning – Arlene Bosco 
A. A permit was issued to Mark English for the sign replacement 

B. There is a Spring Zoning and Planning workshop on June 4, 2104. 
C. Mike Papalardo was issued a permit for a sign. Arlene did a second sight visit and they were able to establish a place for the sign. Mike will be charged for the second visit. 
D. There will be a hearing for the amphitheater at Jay Peak next month and Jay Peak representatives held a preliminary hearing to discuss such issues as parking, trash, security etc.  
E. There has been discussion about increasing the permit recording fee which at the present time is $10 but the fee increase has not been finalized. 

5. Roads – Harold Morse
A. Harold is trying to resolve the problem regarding plowing Woodshed Road. He would like to change the bend in Woodshed Road or create a turnaround at the top. If Woodshed Road is discontinued beyond the sharp corner it would require a Public Hearing. Harold will meet with John Engler, the property owner to discuss the issue to see if they can arrive at a good solution to the problem of winter plowing.
B. Peggy made a motion seconded by Dave that when the Town needs to replace a driveway culvert located on a Town Road, the Town is only responsible for up to 24 feet. Motion passed.

C. Dave requested that Harold grade around the Old Town Garage so that the water from melting snow does not run into the recycle center.

D. Peggy will send a letter to Jay Peak / Walter Elander that the Town will not apply for a Structures Grant for a culvert on one of the Town Roads on Jay Peak property since it will impact funding for our plans for future culvert replacements. As per our agreement, Jay Peak is responsible for maintaining Town Roads within their property. 
E. Peggy mentioned that we need to fix the water problem by ditching around the Town Hall. The focus Group will move the plants in front of the Town Hall so repairs can be done. 

F. Harold got a quote from Taylor Rentals of $750 to purchase a Pressure Washer Storage Tank which will be purchased through the Roads budget.   

6. VLCT Dog Control Workshop, May 29, 2014 was noted. 
7. VLCT Planning and Zoning Forum is June 4, 2014.

A. Six of the board members want to go, however it was noted that two of the Zoning Board Members are also listers and at least 2 listers need to be at the Appraisal Grievance meeting that night and must be back by 4:30. 
8. VLCT News was reviewed. 

9. State of Vermont Land Use Permit for Jay Peak was noted and Tara will file it. 

10. VCGI Tax Mapping Grant Proposal
A. The computer being used by the zoning board will not handle the new mapping software and needs to be replaced. Tara will get some quotes for a new computer.
B. Tara sent a request for Proposal in April to other places for the Mapping Services with a deadline of May 12, 2014. She has received three back Russell Graphics, Ross Environmental and Cartographics. She will review them and make recommendations at the next meeting. 
11. Jay Peak Public Event Registration for August West 8/9/2014 was signed by Tara
12. Other Business

A.  Kurtis Johnson is the Town of Jay Fire Warden as of May 19, 2014 for a 5 year term.
