	A. Arnold made a motion seconded by Tara to approve the minutes as presented. Motion 	passed unanimously.

4. Review and sign Selectmen’s, Equipment & Road Orders
	A. Orders were reviewed and signed.

5. Roads – Road Commissioner Report/Updates – Harold Morse
A. Pavement Quote from Gray Paving is $336,570 for the Cross Road and $40,560 for 	Beadle Hill Road. Harold reported that we should be receiving money from the State 	to help with these projects.
	
B. Richford Plowing 2013-2017 invoices
	i. Tara made a motion seconded by Harold to pay the Town of Richford $30,000 for 			five years of plowing (2013-2017) @ $6,000 per year. Motion passed 				unanimously. Dave expressed concern that these payments were overlooked and 			that in the future, we need to be proactive and ask for invoices if we do not 				automatically receive them. 
C. In response to Dave’s question, there are still 2 culverts that need to be repaired on 			the Cross Road in the spring. Dave expressed concern that the work had not been 			completed by this fall as promised. 
D. Dave questioned why the speed signs have not been installed yet. Harold indicated he 	did not think it was a priority but will make sure they are installed within the next 	two weeks. 
E. Bear Crossing Road turn-around
	i. The property owner at the end of Bear Crossing Road has revoked the written 			permission she gave the Town of Jay, to put a turn-around on her property. Harold 		has reported that they cannot safely plow that road without having a way of 			turning around. The problem was created by the property owner’s construction of 			a pond where they used to turn around and the erection of a fence along the side 			of the road. 
	ii. The Selectboard instructed Lynnette to send the property owners on Bear Crossing 			Road a letter informing them that until the Road Crew is able to plow the road 			safely, they will discontinue services in the winter and that the property owners 			have one week to resolve the issue to the Road Commissioner’s satisfaction .  


6. Budget – Preparation/Discussion
A. The Budget meeting will be on January 8, 2019 at 9 a.m. at the Jay Municipal Building.

8. Land Trust Update Sally & Denise
A. Tara made a motion, seconded by Arnold to allow the Jay Community Recreation Centre to send in the application for the Recreation Trails Program Grant to help with maintenance and repairs to the existing trails in 2019. This grant is a 20% match, but the applicant needs to demonstrate that they have enough funds to pay for the whole project until reimbursement funds are deposited. 
B. The JCRC committee requested that the Town pay for the three required inspections to the privy at approximately $200 each. Dave expressed concern that the cost to the Town for JCRC operations is becoming too high. He noted that they already receive an allocation of $5,000 a year and the additional financial requests are becoming excessive. Arnold and Tara basically agreed with Dave and suggested bringing the issue to the voters at Town Meeting. The Board will consider the request at the Budget Preparation meeting in January.
C. Lynnette and Denise will arrange a time to meet to synchronize the accounts and make sure they are accurate and up to date.
