Peggy called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

1. Review and approve May 19, 2014 minutes
A. Dave made a motion, seconded by Marc to accept the minutes as presented. Motion passed.  
2. Review and sign Selectmen’s, Equipment & Road Orders
A. Orders were reviewed and signed.

3. Zoning – Arlene Bosco
A. There was a public hearing scheduled for June 9, 2014 for Jay Peak’s application for an outdoor amphitheater. Since the notices did not go out on time, the hearing was rescheduled for Wednesday, June 19, 2014. 


i. Jake reviewed the plans for the amphitheater which would have 8-10 events a year. Seating 




for 3000 people with 750 of them covered. They have worked with the fire marshal and 




safety inspectors to make sure it will pass inspection. 


ii. The Zoning Board scheduled a sight visit and still has a number of concerns they feel need 




to be addressed. 

B. There was some discussion about the way the Zoning Board makes decisions and requested that Peter Fina come to the next Selectboard meeting to discuss the issue. They also requested that Scott Rappold from the ambulance and Jeff Morse from the Fire Department attend to present their opinion about safety plans involving Jay Peak.   

4. Roads – Jeff Morse
A. Woodshed Road


i. John Engler met briefly with Harold Morse regarding the future of Woodshed Road and 
questioned how his property value would be affected if the road was discontinued as a 
Town Road.

ii. Jeff Morse discussed what the Road Commission would like to do to make the road safer and 
easier to plow. They will fix anything that is within the Town portion. Jeff would like to cut 
straight thought to Sargent’s Way eliminating the turn-around and curve. The Englers 
acknowledged that they have plans to expand their parking lot and possibly they could work 
together on an amicable solution to the problem. 
iii. The first step is to identify the actual boundaries of the Town Road in order to see what can 
be done. 
iv. Jeff emphasized that the Town must take into consideration the safety of their workers and 
the safety of people using the road which takes priority in any road decisions that are made.
B. The road crew has replaced the culvert and ditched the side of the road near David Paulson’s property but there are still problems on his property that need to be addressed at his expense. 
5. Russell Graphics Contract Tax Mapping
A. Dave made a motion seconded by Marc to hire Russell Graphics for a total sum of $39,900 for 
property maps. Payments are to be made in October, February and June.  Motion passed.
B. The project should take about a year and after submitting progress reports to the State we will 
receive the 80% reimbursement. 

C. We will receive 2 property books; one in alphabetical order and one it numerical order. 
6. Town Ordinances

A. Dog Ordinance

i. Tara has researched other Town’s ordinances and will write a draft for our Town. The 


ordinance needs to include a provision regarding length of time before a dog can be taken to 


a shelter. She recommends not more than 3 days. Because we pay an appropriation to the 


animal shelter we do not have to pay any additional fees to bring in animals. 

ii. Dog license fees will go up next year since by law we are responsible to provide treatment 


to any animal we rescue. 


iii. Tara will contact Mike Caffry to go over the ordinance and see if he is still able to act as 


dog warden. 

B. We need to work on an ordinance for use of Town Roads by ATV’s. Peggy will work on 
drafting one. 
7. VLCT News
A. News was reviewed and noted.  

8. Vermont Natural Resources Council-Jay Peak
A. Jay Peak has been granted on appeals to their permits with amendments representing existing 
work.

B. They are working on water quality remediation plans and have to have two consecutive test 
years to be taken off the list. Walter Elander feels it is under control and they should not have 
any problems. 
9. State of Vermont Division of Policy, Planning & Intermodal Dev-Mapping Unit

A. Deadlines for mapping were reviewed and noted. 

10. Other Business

A. Tara is signing the outdoor liquor license for the amphitheater which will be located just off of 

Howie’s Restaurant.


B. Jay Peak 



i. Peggy mentioned that Steve Button, reported problems with the grease traps at the Resort. 



Jake reported that they are working to place cleaning of the traps on a regular cycle. 


ii. Peggy informed Jake that the application by the Selectboard for a structures grant for the 



repair of the culvert at Jay Peak will hinder the Town from receiving a grant when we apply 



to replace culverts on our Public Roads. 



a. Jake understood that there are different descriptions for projects and that they can be 




combined under one application. It is a 90% match if you meet the standards of 3 feet or 




larger culvert with a cap of $175,000 and a two year period to use the funds. 




b. Jeff would like to find out what the cycle is for the grant. If we use it now, how long 




before we could receive another one.



iii. Tom Howell requested lines in the new road. Tara will check into the matter. 


iv. The recreation center has been tabled until next spring.
