1.  Peter Fina called the meeting to order at 6:08 p.m.

2. Additions or Deletions to the Agenda: None

3. Public Comment Period: None

4. Approve the minutes of August 14th:  Michelle Spring moved the board approve the minutes of August 14th. Shirley Talbot seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously. 

5. Discuss the site visit held prior to the meeting:

a. Arlene Abadi stated she received a phone call early in the day from Dave Massey, he stated his mother would be unable to attend tonight’s meeting. He requested the board postpone discussion of this until its next meeting as his mother plans to attend. He stated he may be submitting another letter.

b. The board went into Deliberative Session at 6:50 to discuss the site visit. Earline Morse recused herself. The board returned to open session at 7:00. 6. Public Hearing at 6:15 p.m. Conditional Use Permit Application submitted by Martin & Amy Clements seeing a Pond Permit. The Public Hearing began at 6:15p.m.

a. Arlene Abadi stated she was contacted by Martin Clements earlier in the day and he stated he was unable to attend the hearing and would be available by speaker phone if questions arose. 

b. Arlene Abadi distributed a handout to show size, location, setbacks for the proposed pond, and a letter from Mr. Clements explaining the project.

c. Arlene Abadi stated Mr. Clements submitted the Certified Mailing receipts from the abutting property owners and none of them had contacted her about the project.

d. The Public hearing ended at 6:25 p.m.  




7. Patricia Waldie: Conditional Use Permit Application for an existing Open Porch. 

a. Arlene Abadi distributed an email from Liz Sargent with Historical Information as to whether a porch existed at one time. The board reviewed this.

b. Michelle Spring stated she checked under the existing porch and there were footings about 30 inches back from the existing porch. 

c. Patricia Waldie stated she is formally withdrawing her Permit Application and will cut the porch back to 60 Square Feet. The board accepted the permit withdrawal.

d. The board asked Arlene Abadi to inform Ms. Waldie the deadline to cut the porch back is August 28th, and asked her to follow up on it at that time. 

8. Zoning Administrators report: Arlene Abadi:

a. Trent Laramee: She stated did a site visit and the Storage Container has been move and Mr. Laramee paid in full his permit fee for the Garage.

b. She stated she issued a permit to LeeAnn Taberman to build a Garage on her property off Gendron Road.

c. She stated she has received a lot of phone calls about a Travel Trailer recently placed on the Cross Road. She stated she has meet with the Trailer owner. It is the owner’s intent to build a single family dwelling on the lot. The property in question is owned by John Carter. She said there are several issues with the trailer i.e. It’s in the towns road right of way, it is supposed to be connected to a state approved Septic System after being occupied on a lot for more than 30days, it is an undersized lot, and there is a question of whether or not the occupants actually live there as they are sending their children to the Jay Westfield School.

d. She has received a Conditional Use Building Permit Application from Raven MacFarlane to build Single Dwelling on the above mentioned property owned by John Carter. Ms. MacFarlane is seeking a Variance/Waiver on lot size and the Dimensional Requirements. There are both Transmission and Distribution lines running through the lot so there is a 50 foot setback on either side of the Electric Poles. The Public hearing for this permit will be held on October 2nd as October 9th is a holiday and Public Hearings cannot be held on a holiday. 


9. Discussion and Vote on Permit Application. The Board went into Deliberative Session at 6:30 p.m. The board returned to Open Session at 6:40 p.m.

a. Earline Morse moved the board approve the Pond Permit Application submitted by Martin & Amy Clements. Michelle Spring seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously.

10. Discuss NVDA hearing on the Jay Community Development Plan: The board discussed the hearing and the deadline to apply for the Municipal Planning Grant. Peter Fina stated he will follow up with Alison Low around getting the grant application and he will check with Denise Rossignol to see if she is willing to complete the Grant Application.
