
The regular meeting of the Town of Jay Zoning Board of Adjustment was held on Monday, October 2nd, 2017, at 6:00 p.m. at the Jay Town Hall.

The following are the unofficial minutes until approved by the board:

1.  Peter Fina called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

2. Additions or Deletions to the Agenda: None

3. Public Comment Period: None

4. Approve the minutes of September 11th:  Earline Morse moved the board approve the minutes of September 11th with a typo correction on item #6, should read seeking not seeing. Liz Sargent seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously. 

5. Public Hearing at 6:15 p.m. Conditional Use Permit Application submitted by Raven MacFarlane. The Public Hearing began at 6:15p.m. The applicant seek a Variance/Waiver on Lot Size and Dimensional Requirements to build a Single Family Dwelling on property currently owned by John Carter at 2326 Cross rd.

a. RavenMacFarlane submitted a letter from Attorneys May & Davies stating a property Transfer is in progress and she will be purchasing the property from John Carter. She submitted a notarized letter from John Carter stating she has his permission to build on his property and she will be buying it from him.

b. She submitted a letter from the Vermont Electric Co-op stating they had visited the property and she is able to meet their right of way requirements. She stated she had contact dig safe and they will visit the property.
c. She submitted the Certified Mailing Return Receipts and the $100 application fee.

d. Arlene Abadi distributed copies of emails she had received from property owners in Jay: Scott Rapold, Donna McAllister, and Mike Segilini.

e. Mrs. MacFarlane distributed a copy of a Plot Plan for the proposed structure. 

f. She answered questions from board members about Lot Size, Road Frontage, and property ownership

g. Community Members in attendance expressed the following concerns: Applicant does not have a an approved State of Vermont Wastewater Permit or Potable Water Permit, an engineer has not been to the site, the property is very wet and it will be difficult to put in a septic system, the current Travel Trailer on the property does not have a cap on its sewer line, the applicant doesn’t appear to be living at the property, and in the past another person was told he could not build on the property. 

The Public Hearing was suspended by Board Chairman Peter Fina at 6:37 p.m.

6. Zoning Administrators Report: Arlene Abadi

a. She issued a permit to Jason & Ashley Sevigny to build Garage on property they own on the Cross Road. 

b. She issued a permit to John Cullen to build a Single Family Dwelling on Lot #26 in Shallow Brook. The property is currently owned by Scott Rubin. Mr. Rubin submitted a notarized signature letter stating he is selling the property to John Cullen and the transfer is in progress.

c. She issued a permit to Bill Morse Jr. to build additions on two separate Outbuildings on property he owns on Belle Vista Road.

d. Jay Peak- She will be renewing, for one year, expiring permits for eight separate containers currently in place at the mountain. 

e. Jay Peak-Walter Elander will be attending the next board meeting to update the board on the proposed Soccer Fields planned just below the former Inglenook Lodge.

f. The Fall Zoning and Planning Forum will be held on Wednesday, November 1st at the Comfort Inn in South Burlington. The registration deadline is October 25th.

g. NVDA- She was contacted by Alison Low to see if the Planning Commission intended to apply for the Planning Grant. She told Ms. Low no one felt they had time to write the grant. Ms. Abadi stated Ms. Low informed her NVDA has some funds so she is planning to use them to assign someone to help the Planning Commission and the Zoning Administrator update the Development and Land Use Regulations.

h. Patricia Waldie: she received a message from Ms. Waldie stating the Front Porch had been cut back and requested she measure it to confirm it is less than 64 square feet. Ms. Abadi stated she will measure it tomorrow. 

7. Resume discussion of letter submitted by Carlene Massey regarding property located at 37 Elm Drive.

a. Arlene Abadi stated she had not been contacted by the Massey’s to say they would not attend tonight’s meeting. Peter Fina stated based on the time he is assuming they are not coming.

b. He asked Mr. & Mrs. Morse if they had anything to add to the discussion. They stated: No

c. Liz Sargent Moved the board go into Deliberative Session at 7:26 p.m.Michelle Spring seconded the motion. Earline Morse recused herself. The board returned to Open Session at 7:34 p.m.

d. Michelle Spring moved the board refer the property in question to the Health Officer citing: contamination of leaking oil, batteries, and gas into the ground water. Including the structure at the corner of Elm Drive and Cemetery Road for safety concerns. Martin Clements seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously.

8. Discussion and vote on Permit Application: Shirley Talbot moved the board go into Deliberative Session at 7:37 p.m. Earline Morse seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously. The board returned to Open Session at 7:47 p.m. Peter Fina Moved the board hold Site Visit at 2326 Cross Road on Tuesday, October 10th at 5:00 p.m. with a Special Meeting following at 5:15 p.m., And asked Arlene Abadi to check with the State of Vermont and inquire about Septic Regulations for Travel Trailers. Martin Clement seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously.
