The Following are the unofficial minutes until approved by the board; 

1.  Peter Fina called the meeting to order at 5:37 p.m.

2. Additions or Deletions to the Agenda: None

3. Public Comment Period: Tara Morse asked if an engineer had visited the property to determine the feasibly of putting in a Septic System. 

4. Peter Fina stated the Public Hearing on this permit needed to be resumed. He called the Public Hearing to order at 5:45 p.m. He stated the applicant seeks a Variance/Waiver on Lot Size and Dimensional Requirements to build a Single Family Dwelling on property currently owned by John Carter at 2326 Cross Road.

a. Mrs. Macfarlane stated yes an engineer had come out and dug some test pits and told them the soil was sandy and a Septic System was feasible. She stated the proposal is for three bedroom home. She said the engineer stated there would be requirements needing to be met with the Co-op, as to where the well and Septic would be located. She said the plan is for the engineer to return if the Zoning Permit is approved. She told Tara Morse she could not remember the name of the engineer, she thought his name was Matt. Mr. Macfarlane stated he had the information in his phone and would provide it to the board. 

b. Martin Clements stated he had concerns as they were unable to locate the pin on the front left corner of the lot at the site visit. Mr. MacFarlane stated he thought it was buried under some brush and would get his metal detector out and locate it. 

c. Mr. Clements asked about proposed Building Height as the original application stated 40 feet. Arlene Abadi stated she discussed this with Mrs. MacFarlane and the proposed height is now 34 feet which meets Town Regulations. 

d. Peter Fina stated the proposed setbacks based on the site visit are: left yard: 74’ Right yard:  66.5’   back yard: 50.42’   front set back from centerline of road: 138’ and 50.5’ to the Electric Pole. 

e. Mrs. Macfarlane and Ms. Abadi stated they were in contact at with state in regards to the current Travel Trailer on the property and what the state accepts as far an approved Septic System for this. They spoke with Reg Wilson who works for the state, he told them the State Requirement on this is:  after occupying the Travel Trailer for 60 consecutive days, the property needs to have an engineer designed system in place. He told them the 60 day begins on the day they contacted him about the property which was October 5th.

f. Arlene Abadi distributed a copy of the property deed and Town Tax Maps for the lot. Tara Morse provided a Mylar Map on file with the town for board members to review. 

5. Deliberative Session: Earline Morse moved the board go into Deliberative Session at 6:10 p.m. Liz Sargent seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously. The board returned to Open Session at 6:25 p.m.

6. Discussion and Vote on Permit Application: Peter Fina moved the board approve the Conditional Use Permit for a Residence, stating all setback are met and the board grants Variance on Lot Size and required Road frontage with the following conditions:

a. The MacFarlane’s provide Arlene Abadi with the name and phone number of the Engineer who visited the property. 

b. An Approved State of Vermont Wastewater and Potable Water permit is submitted to the town prior to the permit expiration date.

c. Before construction begins, the applicant does their best to locate the front pin. 

d. Michelle Spring seconded the motion. The board approved the motion anxiously.
