1  Peter Fina called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

2 Additions or Deletions to the Agenda:

a. Arlene Abadi distributed a copy of a letter she received by Carlene Massey regarding the property located at 37 Elm Drive. 

b. The Zoning Board reviewed the letter and will put the discussion of this letter on the agenda for the August meeting. 

3 Public Comment Period: None

4 Approve the minutes of June 12th:  Michelle Spring moved the board approve the minutes of June 12th with one correction, the date of the meeting should read June 10th instead of June 12th. Liz Sargent seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously. 

5 Zoning Administrator Report: Arlene Abadi

a. Roland Desrochers: She has received the Permit Application for the existing Chicken Coop on Loop Road. The Permit fee has been paid (doubled) and the structure has been moved to meet the Zoning Setbacks. 

b. Marcus Desrochers: one of the subdivided lots has sold. She has contacted him again about the past due balance for the Subdivision Permit. He said he will be paying this now as he has money from the sale of the property. 

c. She issued a permit to Ben Zev and Grace Rusico for a Camp on their property on North Jay rd. This will be a pre-fab structure. 
d. She issued a permit to Dave Massey to build a Pole Barn on his property on Elm Drive.  

e. She did a site visit and met with Trent Laramee today as she received an inquiry about structures on his property being built without a permit and being built too possibly too close to the neighboring property line. She stated she had verified one on the structures does not meet the existing set back. He did submit and pay for a Sugar house built in 2015. This structure does meet current setbacks. The other structure, Mr. Laramee told her it has been there since 2005. It is a garage and it does not meet the current setbacks. She stated she will follow up with the Town Attorney to see if there are any Statues of Limitation which would apply to this and then follow up with Mr. Laramee about moving or taking down the structure.

f. Steve Wunch: Site visit cancelled as she did not hear back from him. 

6   Walter Elander: Jay Peak Administration Office Complex Permit Renewals:   Arlene 
    Abadi stated she has received permits for the Complex as the prior permits were valid 
    for one year and have expired. Mr. Elander stated nothing much has changed and 
    currently there is no Master Plan for these buildings. The board reviewed the 
    conditions of the prior permit. One of the conditions of the permit was a Zoning Board
    visit in 12 months. The board discussed this. Peter Fina moved the board postpone the 
    visit at this time. Earline Morse seconded the motion. The board approved the motion 
    unanimously.

7. Walter Elander, Jay Peak Resort, PUD update: Mr. Elander requested this be
    postponed as nothing really had changed as the resort since the last update. He 
    the next formal update will be in June of 2018. The board agreed to postpone this. Mr.  
    Elander updated the board about the Inglenook renovations, the Storm water and 
    Fire Marshall permitting for this project. He reviewed the proposed Soccer Fields: He 
    stated the project is out to bid. They will do two fields and there is a lot of 
    environmental engineering and permitting necessary. He said they will not break 
    ground this year. Mattson’s Pit: He stated he is not sure at this time if the lease will 
    renewed.

8. Discussion and vote on Administration Office Complex Permit Applications: Michelle
    Spring moved the board authorize the Zoning Administrator issue the permits to Jay 
    Peak Inc. for the Administration Office Complex with same conditions. Shirley 
    Talbot seconded the motion.  The board approved the motion unanimously. 

9. Discuss Development and Land Use Regulations:  The board discussed the regulations.
