The following are the unofficial minutes until approved by the board:

1  Peter Fina called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m.

2 Additions or Deletions to the Agenda

3 Public Comment Period: Michelle Spring Commented she was aware of individuals having trouble obtaining wastewater permits and she was told that a woman from the state is going around and telling property owners where they have to put their driveway. She wanted to know if anyone else had heard this and wondered if the board should look into it. Everyone on the board said they were not aware of this. 

4 Approve the minutes of May 8th & May 22nd:  Shirley Talbot moved the board approve the minutes of May 8th. Liz Sargent seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously. Earline Morse moved the board approve the minutes of May 22nd, Liz Sargent seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously. 

5 Zoning Administrator Report: Arlene Abadi

a. She issued a permit to Marcel & Kathy Mayhew to build a Garage with an attached breezeway on their property on North Jay Rd.

b. She issued a permit to Cliff Lapoint to permit an existing Shed and build a Camp on property owned by Monica Heath at the end of Lucier Farm rd. She doubled the permit for the Shed as it was built before a Permit was filed and approved. 

c. She issued a permit to Roland Blais to Build a Camp and Shed on his property on his property off VT Route #242 past the Gravel Pit. 

d. She sent a letter to Marcus Desrochers/ Roland Desrochers with a deadline of May 30th to move the structure on the Loop Road does not meeting the setback from the center line of the road. She received a Permit Application with a check on May 25th. She stated Roland Desrochers asked her to extend the deadline for the structure to be moved to June 15th. She stated she agreed to this and will do a site visit to the property on June 15th to verify. 

e. She issued a permit to Gary Taylor to extend and replace part of an existing deck on a single family home owned by Dave & Ann Morris located at Jay Peak Resort. 

f. She issued a permit to Gordon Wittenberg to permit an existing Shed. The permit includes an addition for the current Shed. She stated this is on property owned by Carlita Simmons on West Jay Rd. She stated the property owner lives in Texas and she has been trying to contact her about the Shed on the property. She stated the property owner contacted her this spring and said she would be in the area this summer and contact her. She said she was contacted last week, did a site visit and approved the existing shed and addition. She will double the fee for the Shed as it was built before a Permit Application was submitted and approved.

g. Steve Wunch: she stated he will attend tonight’s meeting to discuss a possible variance for a Kitchen Addition on his property on VT Rte#242. She stated she cannot meet the setback from the river for the addition.

h. She has signed the following people up for the spring Zoning & Planning Forum on Wednesday, June 14th at the Lake Morey Resort. Peter Fina, Shirley Talbot, Earline Morse, Liz Sargent, Arlene Abadi.


6 Public Hearing at 6:15 pm. for a Subdivision Application submitted by 
Tony Bittner on the North Jay Road. The applicant seeks to subdivide a 38.88 acres parcel into four lots. the lot sizes to be: 3.8 acres, 3.34 acres, 6.76 Acres, and 24.98 Acres.

The Public Hearing began at 6:15pm. Arlene Abadi stated the project meets all the 
Subdivision requirements for rural District One and Road Commissioner, Harold Morse has signed off on the project as it does require a new driveway be installed. Mr.Bittner presented the Certified Mail Return Receipts from the abutting property owners. He stated the Mylar Map was not yet completed and will file it with the town as soon as it was ready. He stated he has received from State of Vermont Wastewater approval for lot one. He submitted and reviewed a mapped of the planned subdivisions prepared by Bernard & Gervais Surveyors. He stated mistakes were discovered in the original survey done by Lonnie Brow and this has been corrected and a couple of pins will need to be moved. He stated there will be a right of way to all of the lots. 

Mr. Jamie Pillsbury, an abutting property owner asked if his lot size will be affected by the new survey. Mr. Bittner said it would not. He answered questions from board members about septic overshadowing, location of the right of way, his plans for the subdivided lots. The Public Hearing ended at 6: 28 p.m.

    7. Public Hearing at 6:30 p.m. to consider and application submitted by Jay Peak Inc., 
        for up to 12 Portable Storage Units incidental to construction at the Resort. Andrew 
        Stenger, representing Jay Peak Resort attended the hearing. 
        
The Public Hearing began at 6:30. Mr. Stenger stated construction has begun on the Indoor Recreational Center and there are several Storage Units already on site. He did not have the return receipts from the abutting property owners and will ask Walter Elander to submit them. He stated the units should all be removed by early December. The Public Hearing ended at 6:38 p.m.

8. Inglenook Lodge Renovations: Mr. Stengger stated they plan to do an extensive renovation   to the building. They plan to spend about $140,000 and will do the work in August. They will not add any rooms or expand the footprint. They will re do the roof, the kitchen, take out chimney and fire place, do a lot of cleaning up, increase sewer allocation with the town; it will stay as a lease situation, and be able to house about 72 employees here on a Student Visa’s. 

9. Discuss site visit held at the Stateside Cottages at Jay Peak Resort and the follow up 
    information submitted by Andrew Stenger. The board members reviewed three 
    drawings submitted by Mr. Stenger. The drawings illustrate the plans for the existing 
    foundations which will not be used. Mr. Stenger stated the foundations will be painted 
    green, they will not be fenced in; trees will be planted along the sewer cut. The 
    foundations will be backed filled and seeded and a guard rail placed. 

10. Steve Wunsch: Discuss potential variance for an addition to his property on VT
      Route #242. Mr. Wunsch attended the meeting. He stated he wants to add on to his
      Kitchen as it is so small if someone gets up from the table, everyone has to get up. 
      He said he cannot meet the setback to the brook by 2 feet. He stated he and Arlene
      Abadi have measured this. Arlene Abadi distributed copies of the Requirements for
      a Variance. The board reviewed this. She recommended the board do a site visit to 
      the property. Mr. Fina asked what the State Statute was on this. Michelle Spring
      gave Mr. Wunsch the contact info for Chris Brunelle from the State Department of 
      Natural Resources. Mr. Wunsch will contact him and if he can meet the State Statute
      for the project he will proceed with a Variance Application with the town. He will 
      contact Arlene Abadi when he has this information. The board will do a site visit on
      Monday, July 10th at 5:30 if he submits a Permit Application.  


11. Discussion and vote on Permit Applications:

a. Tony Bittner: Earline Morse moved the board approve the Permit Application pending submission of the Mylar Map. Shirley Talbot seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously. 

b. Jay Peak Inc.:  Peter Fina moved the board approve the Permit Application with the fees doubled for the units already in place (Arlene Abadi to do a site visit immediately following the meeting) and pending submission of the Certified Mailing Receipts. Michelle Spring seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously.
