
The regular Meeting of the Town of Jay Zoning Board of Adjustment was held on Monday, January 8thth 2018 at 6:00 p.m. at the Jay Municipal Building

The Following are the unofficial minutes until approved by the board: 

1.  Peter Fina called the meeting to order at 6:10 p.m.

2. Additions or Deletions to the Agenda: None

3. Public Comment Period: 

a. [bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Elander will meet will the Select board on 01/15/17 to present Inglenook Project. 

b. Peggy Loux stated Zoning Board members will be paid $25/ meeting and $15 for Site Visits beginning with new 2018 Budget..  Peggy Loux stated the State of Vermont is requiring within 5 years Beadle Hill rd., Woodshed Rd & Loop Rd, and several other Town Roads be paved. 

4. Approve the minutes of December 11th, 2017: Michelle Spring moved the board approve the minutes. Liz Sargent seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously.

5. Zoning Administrators Report: Arlene Abadi: Postponed until 02/12/18

6. Public Hearing at 6:15 p.m., Application #18-1, submitted by Jay Peak Inc.  The applicant is seeking a Conditional Use/Change of Use Permit to construct Two Regulation Size Outdoor Soccer Fields and a Parking Lot to hold approximately 125 cars. This proposed project is located on property owned by Jay Peak Inc. and Svein & Janice Kruse located off VT Route #242.

a. The Public Hearing began at 6:15 p.m., Mr. Walter Elander; representing Jay Peak Inc. stated not much has changed in the plan for the project since his board presentation in November.
	
b. Peter Fina stated Arlene Abadi had contacted him to let him know she was contacted by two abutting property owners: Clem Lebond & Brent Miller (Lamoille Land Trust) and they both stated they had no issues with the project. They both wanted to know exactly the location of the fields and she explained this to them.  

c. Mr. Elander stated the Main Entrance to the fields will be the existing Inglenook Lodge Entrance. He said there will be an Emergency Entranced / handicap Entrance located at the former Smith Residence. 

d. Mr. Elander said the soil is gravel so it is very beneficial for the state Permitting and drainage. He said they will have port-a-Potties, a Food Truck, they will bring power to the site, the fields will be synthetic Turf (he brought a piece), there will be Bleachers, the Surrounding fields will be Sod, No Lighting-season too short (Peggy Loux suggested lighting in the Parking Lot for winter employee parking), they will hire 3 to 4 new employees, this is the last of the EB-5 investor obligations-it replaces the former idea of having a Medical Center, and Mr. Elander stated he doesn’t see any new projects in the near future. 

e. Mr. Elander stated the act 250 permit Application was submitted last Wednesday, they have VTRANS and Water permits still to file, Mr. Jeff Morse has signed off on the Fire Department Review letter, the Archeological Study found no Historical Artifacts, and the Natural Resources study was positive. 

f. There will be three Ponds: one is temporary for construction-goes away after construction. Two Ponds in front will be permanent for Waster Water excess flow and will be dry most of the time. 

g. Mr. Elander answered the following questions from Peter Fina:

1. Will there be an option for onsite Septic- Mr. Elander: they may tap into existing Sewer Line at some point in the future.

2. Will the Synthetic Turf require cleaning: Mr. Elander: once a year and the turf has a 20 year life expectancy. 

h. Mr. Elander answered the following questions from Peggy Loux:

1. Will the Fire Hydrant in pull off lane remain-Mr. Elander: Yes

2. Fire and Ambulance Review completed? Fire competed, Ambulance pending

3. Turning Lane to get in?  Mr. Elander: The Traffic Study done by the State of Vermont stated no changes would be needed to the entrance. 

4. When are Traffic Studies done? Mr. Elander: busy Saturdays.


5. She requests more singe as the entrance is a Blind Curve: Mr. Elander said the last crash analysis was done in 2010 by VTRANS. 

6. How much value will the project add to the Resort? Mr. Elander: He doesn’t really know, the construction estimate is around Two Million.

7. What is the time frame for the project? Mr. Elander: they will cut trees in April, Break ground May 1st, and hope to have it completed by September 1st.

i. The Public Hearing ended at 6:50 p.m.

7. Discuss Development and Land Use Regulations: Postponed until 02/12/18

8. Discussion and vote on Permit Applications:

a. Liz Sargent moved the board go into Deliberative Session at 7:05 p.m.. Michelle Spring Seconded the motion. The board approves the motion unanimously. The board returned to open Session at 7:15 p.m.

b. Liz Sargent  moved the board approve Permit Application #18-1 with the following conditions:

1. There is adequate lighting installed for the Parking Lot Size for Safety Reasons.

2. The applicant reviews: Speed Limit/Field Entrance ahead signs with signage to be determined by the Select Board.

3. Adequate turn around at the end of the ADA access/Emergency road to field #2. 

4. Signed Fire & Ambulance review letters are submitted to the Zoning Administrator. 

*Peter Fina seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously.
