The Following are the unofficial minutes until approved by the board:
1. Peter Fina called the Meeting to order at 6:07pm.
2. Additions and Deletions to the Agenda: Addition to the agenda: Administration office’s complex permits at Jay Peak need to be discussed because they are to expire July 10th2018.
3. Public comment period: none 
4. Approve the minutes of June 11th, 2018. Earline Morse moved the board to approve the minutes. Peter Fina seconded the motion with exception that in #4 Earline was spelt wrong. The board approved the motion unanimously. 
5. Zoning Administrators report: Arlene Abadi
   a. Arlene issued a new permit for a small shed to Tom Leavitt on Mariner Drive.
   b. Arlene is making arrangements for a walk through at the end of Mayhew Road for a sun-room addition.
   c. Arlene stated that a new pond needs a review on North Jay Road.
6. Public Hearing at 6:15. Permit Application #18-16, at 6:15 p.m., submitted by James Paquette for a Conditional Use/Lot Line Adjustment. The applicant seeks a Boundary Adjustment to gain 1.01 Acres from abutting Parcel, ID #20-3400002. This project is located at 1097 Belle Vista Road and 68 Tamarack Road in Jay, Vermont.
	a. James Paquette provided maps and states that in the deed it says that maintaining the springs is ALLOWED. Prefers to purchase to maintain springs, therefore he would like a lot line adjustment. Ponds from springs can be used for fire department and will benefit James so it will not flood. The board will discuss in closed SESSION. James will hear decision tomorrow. Ended at 6:25
7. Updates to Regulations:
   a. There was already a definition for Abandonment of Structure on pages 15 and 16 for 403.09. The ones in red are the ones that need to be reviewed.
   b. There is no definition for “abandoned building or structure”. A definition was added on page 32.
   c. Earline Morse moved the board to approve the change to 403.09 Abandonment of Structure then Shirley Talbot seconded it. The board then unanimously approved the change.
   d. Peter Fina is going to send a draft for review and feedback to David SNEDEKER and Allison Low. He is hoping for a response prior to August 13, 2018. 
8. Walter Elander presented the board with updated PUD.
 	a. Administrative office: Michelle Spring moved the board to wave the site visit for one year as of July 10th, 2018. Earline Morse seconded it. The board approved the decision unanimously. Walter will get the application to Arlene. 
b. The master plan on administrative office is unchanged. He presented a check for Trailers at Inglenook. Field installation is going really well. They are currently Installing interceptor trenches for water and are close to subgrade on site. Should be done mid-September. 
c. PUD update 2015-now. Presented 2 maps with July 9th on it. The only real change is the soccer fields. The recreational center at stateside is done. The 84 permitted cottages are down to 60 cottages. From 2015 to 2018, the lower half of the map table added Soccer Fields, Administration Office, Snowline, and Sky Haus.
d. Declaration and map will get filed with town. It conforms to Jay Zoning Regulations.
e. There is 130 new parking spots at Inglenook.
9. Public Hearing Review for James Paquette went into deliberative session from 7:20 to 7:24. Michelle Spring made a motion to approve the Lot Line Adjustment, Shirly Talbot seconded it, and the board approved the motion unanimously. 
10.The meeting adjourned at 7:23pm.
