Marc BB. called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

1. Approve the minutes of May 23, 2016 meeting minutes
A. Robert made a motion seconded by Mark S. to approve the minutes as presented. Motion passed
2. Additions or Deletions to the agenda - None
3. Approve Invoices
A. Invoices were reviewed and approved

4. John Cote-Allotment discussion

A. Dave S. made a motion seconded by Marc BB. to accept the return of 20 units from John Cote’s allotment which will be added to Jay’s allotment pool and that John’s be excused from the last billing cycle for those units. Motion passed. 

5. Michael Goldberg phone conference-update
A. Peggy reported on the phone meeting the Jay Selectboard had with Michael Goldberg, the receiver for Jay Peak. They have cash flow issues but hope to pay outstanding creditors for accounts due prior to their taking possession of the mountain within 4-6 weeks.

B. Tara reported that Jay Peak has approximately $100,000 outstanding but everything else is current. She is working with Gary Endicott to schedule the payments. 

C.  Marc BB. mentioned the he had met with Walter Elander and asked him to emphasize to the receivers the we are a small municipality who cannot afford to absorb the cost of the sewer improvements that were put in place primarily for Jay Peak
6. Dave Ceppetelli-Contract/project updates

A. Dave C. requested that any invoices we receive for Contract #5 be given to him. 

B. Marc BB. signed the reimbursement request for Northern Boarders Regional Commission. 

D. Dave made a motion seconded by Gary to pay Tata & Howard $1,635.00 for Contract #5/Invoice #5 for engineering work on the project. Motion passed.

7. NBT-Line of Credit Jay Peak Discussion

A Gary T. made a motion seconded by Dave to enter into Executive Session for attorney-client discussion regarding Jay Peak’s Line of Credit. Motion passed and the Board entered Executive Session at 7:15 p.m. 
B The Board returned from Executive Session at 7: 25 p.m.  Dave made a motion seconded by Robert L. to ask Sara Davies Coe, the Board’s lawyer to pursue the Town’s recourses according to Amendment #2 for Contract #1  for Sewage Disposal regarding sections 6 & 7 due to NBT cancelling Jay Peak’s Line of Credit as of December 31, 2016. Motion passed
8. Attorney-Discussion See #7 above
9. Contract 5 – See #6 above
10. Tara Morse
A. The billing has gone out and Tara will get the list of delinquent accounts to the Troy Town Clerk before their next Selectboard meeting. 
11. Steve Button
A. They are doing some work around the plant making things more user friendly. They are fixing the problems they had with the lagoon feed pump.  They will be able to feed sludge to the centrifuge by moving the pump around which will be better than the way it was originally designed. 
B. They have been receiving sludge from Barton. 

C. They hosted another field trip for the Troy school which went well. 

D. In response to a question from Peggy, Steve reported he is still working with the same people at Jay Peak and the water park was just flushed recently. 
12. Any other business

A. Mark S. received a phone call from Ila Starr regarding the sewer department sign and the difficulty they are having keeping the area mowed and weed-wacked. 

B. The Board suggested that the existing sign be replaced with a smaller road sign on a pole and the area be leveled and smoothed out so it can be mowed. 
C. Mark S. will contact Ila and report back at the next meeting. Tara mentioned that corrections could make the sign. 

D. Dave made a motion seconded by Mark S. that the Troy Board arrange to have the sign area smoothed out and replace the old sign with a small road sign made by corrections with the cost paid for by the sewer department. Motion passed.

A. Dave S. made a motion seconded by Peggy to adjourn. Motion passed and the meeting adjourned at 7:43 p.m.
15. Recycle – Dave Sanders
A. The hazardous waste collection went well. 

B. There will be a training session for attendants on August 4, 2016 and James will attend. 

C. We will be reimbursed for electronics provided they are divided into eligible and illegible bins. James will keep them separated. 

D. The District is still trying to change the way the budget is approved. They would like to have the representatives vote rather than have it voted on at Town Meeting. Dave S is against the change, while Troy’s representative is in favor of it. 

E. The Tire recycle will be on September 23-24, 2016 during regular recycle hours. Peggy and Gary T. volunteered to work on Friday and Mark S. volunteered to work on Saturday. More volunteers are needed especially for Saturday.
