[bookmark: _GoBack]The regular meeting of the Town of Jay Board of Adjustments was held on Monday September 9th, 2019 at 6:00 pm at the Jay Municipal Building.

The following are the unofficial minutes until approved by the board:

1.  Peter Fina called the meeting to order at 6:09 pm.

2. Additions and Deletions to the Agenda: Martin Clements would like to participate in the meeting moving forward.

3.  Public Comment Period: None

4. Approve the minutes for the August 12 2019. The board voted unanimously to amend the minutes: The minutes currently say : the sugar house owned by Jean Seguin - the board voted he will be allowed to keep the sugar house in place as the newly approved side yard setback is 40 feet. The board is changing that statement to : the sugar house owned by Jean Seguin - the board voted to tentatively allow the sugar house in place pending approval of side yard setback. Earlene made a motion to approve the minutes with the change. Seconded by Shirley Talbot. The board approved unanimously.
5. Zoning Administrator Report: 
A. Public hearing for application 19-36. Virgil Wilson and Dean Perry were Present to represent True North Holding. Arlene let the board know that when she did a site visit the pond was almost finished. The permit fees where doubled. The pond is almost an acre big and about 20 feet deep. Virgil provided the board with all abutting property owners return mail receipts. It was brought to the board attention that there may be a state regulation that requires a state permit for anything over a half an acre pond. Arlene and the owners will look into that. The board voted unanimously to table the zoning board decision until we have more information about the states laws. 
B. Nick Adams received a permit to build a shed/garage on Stevens Mills. 
C. Dave Perry would like a permit to build a workshop on Overlook Drive. 
D. It was brought to Arlene’s attention that there was a pond built on Gendron Road without a permit. She will look into that.
 E. Arlene will issue a notice of violation to Jean Seguin for the sugar house.
 F. Ron Kapeluk presented Peter with a hard copy of an email authorizing Ron as the point of contact in relation to any Desjarlais property.
 G. Jean Seguin has reached out to Peter to reach out to the Desjarlais for negotiations on purchasing a small piece of land or a property adjustment. Tara explained to Peter that this May be a conflict of interest and he made need to recuse himself from voting on this particular permit. 
6. Zoning Regulations and Updates: 
A. Section 5: Enforcement and penalties needs to be worded differently. Letter c, #4. States ....without any civil liability to the owner of the abandoned vehicle. Dave Sanders suggests leaving the wording and having the attorney review it before any changes are made. 
B. The board discussed penalties and they will be referenced in our bylaws.
C. Liz Sargent made a motion to change the name of junkyard ordinance to open storage. This was seconded by Earlene. The board approved unanimously. 
D. There was a lengthy discussion on the Boards decision of changing setbacks. Dave concern was why are we changing them and what prompted the board to change them. He would like to know how many people applied for a permit before the start of construction and after. This would give him an understanding if the board decided to change the setbacks because of people not applying for permit before hand and then not meeting the setbacks. Peter explained that the board did not change the setbacks for one person. Tara believed from her perspective that the board change the setbacks because of one person. Peter explained that the zoning board previously looked at other towns setbacks and had a lengthy discussion as to why we should change the Town of Jay setbacks. Peter will put the statistics together and provide them to the select board and also show the select board the process of how the changes to the regulations get officially brought to the public opinion on accepting of the new regulations.

7.  The meeting adjourned at 7:31pm.
