Monday, January 20, 2014

Minutes

Peggy called the meeting to order at 6:37 p.m.

1. Review and approve December 16, 2013 minutes
A. Dave made a motion seconded by Peggy to approve the minutes as presented. Motion passed.

2. Review and sign Selectmen’s, Equipment & Road Orders
A. Orders were reviewed and signed. 

3. Zoning – Arlene Bosco
A. Arlene visited the site on Bella Vista where a deck was built without a permit. She 
did a site inspection and established that the deck complies with the regulations. 
After completing an application and paying the fee, the owners were issued a 
zoning permit. 

B. Todd and Myra Alix will take care of applying for a permit for the Farmer’s 
Market sign which only has a temporary permit at this time.

C. Chris Young is applying for a permit for a subdivision on property located on 
Beadle Hill and Gendron Road.
D. John Cote presented the Zoning Board with plans to build a 4 unit building 
followed by a 2 unit building. He already has the sewer allotment and will apply 
for the 
permit after he gets building cost estimates.
E. Jay Peak has resubmitted the application for the13 State Side Cottages and was 
granted a permit with the following conditions: an evergreen visual barrier is 
planted and there is no “over-flow” parking from the units. 

F. There was a public hearing for the Recreation Center. The zoning board denied the 
permit because of what they believed to be inadequate parking and safety 
concerns. 

i. Walter Elander has invited the Zoning Board to a site visit and tour on Saturday, 
    February 1, 2014 in order for the Board to better understand how traffic is 
   
    moved by shuttle and how the company handles the parking and safety at the 
  
    complex.
 
ii. Bill Stenger explained that they take traffic very seriously and now have 7 
    
    shuttles operating, are working with Rural VT to transport workers in “car 
   
    pools” and  feels that the parking issue has been fully “vetted” by the State.   
 
    Hopefully the tour will alleviate any concerns the Board has and Jay Peak will 
 
   file a new permit application for the February Zoning Board Meeting.  

G. Jay Peak moved a trailer to the administrative office area. They will file permits 
for the 
three buildings and the trailer. 

H. Arlene mentioned that all of the signs at Jay Peak do not have permits and 
questioned if the Zoning Board needed to issue permits? The Selectboard felt that 
the signs that are directional in nature do not need permits, but our Bylaw 
should 
include regulations for signage at planned unit developments.
I.  In response to a question by Arlene regarding increasing permit fees, the Board 
indicated that the Planning Commission needs to make recommendations to the 
Selectboard, outlining the new fee structure they would like to see approved. 

4. Traffic Committee – Ron Capeluck
A. Dave thanked to committee for all of the work they did but did not feel the Town 
could justify
paying for the traffic counter/speed sign. Other Board members 
agreed 
with his opinion. While not in favor of purchasing the sign, the Board 
decided to allow the Town to vote on the appropriation at Town Meeting.
B. Ron explained that it is not just a speed sign but also recorded data that the State 
would need should we campaign for a traffic light, blinking light etc. in the future. 

C. Ron explained that the Sherriff’s department now wants 20 hours a month with the 
ability 
to exceed that if warranted. 

D. Denise Rosignol has written a grant to Sign-A-Rama for an entrance sign on 242 
as you approach Jay from VT Rte. 101. 

5. MVAS

A. The Selectboard received a letter from the Missisquoi Valley Ambulance Service 
requesting an appropriation representing 1.5 %of the Grand List rather, than the 
per capita computation they have used in the past and would like it to be voted 
upon at Town Meeting. This figure represents close to a 600% increase in the
appropriation from Jay.
B. Peggy acknowledged that by law the Town has to contract protective services such 
as the ambulance. Dave felt we should get some bids from other ambulance 
services so we have something to compare to the requested cost increase by 
MVAS.

C. Bill S. described the services that may be available in the proposed medical facility 
which 
could possibly have an effect on the ambulance services. However, he felt 
there will always be a need for ambulance transport and a guarantee that 
every 
emergency is covered. 

D. Bill S also mentioned that the ambulance service needs to have a solid financial 
plan for the next 1-5 years in order to validate why they need the additional 
income. Bill is willing to help them create a 1-3-5 year plan and knows of people 
who would be able to help them collect outstanding bills. 
E. Peggy mentioned that the MVAS lease of the old Town Garage is up in February 
and if we are going to renew it we should remove our “responsibility for 
plowing” wording since MVAS has Jeff Young plow the lot. 

F. Peggy said Scott Rappold would like to hold a public forum on January 29, 2014 to 
discuss the MVAS request for additional funds from the Town of Jay (Grand list 
vs per capita). Tara mentioned that postcards with the date of the meeting will be 
sent out at the start of 
next week. 
G. Dave made a motion seconded by Peggy to not make any recommendation 
regarding the appropriation for the Missisquoi Valley Ambulance Service until 
after the public hearing. Motion passed. 

6. NVDA Representative

A. There is no one interested in the position at this time.

7. Roads
A. Peggy will respond to the letter of complaint she received about the condition of 
the Cross Road; explaining we do not have a bare road policy and that we are 
not responsible for towing vehicles that have gone off the road.  
B. Certificate of Highway Mileage was signed by the Board. The new certificate 
includes the additional roads at Jay Peak.
D. Peggy talked to Tom Howell and he agreed to help create a spread sheet 
identifying what is needed for the roads at Jay Peak. This is not a priority 
issue at 
this time can be done after Town Meeting.

8. Line of Credit Extension for Troy/ Jay Sewer Project was signed.
A. Tara reported that she had a good meeting with Gary Leach and many of the 
questions she 
had regarding the Line of Credit were clarified. 

B. Marc reported that the also met with Gary Leach to discuss the Board’s concern 
that there may be a problem collecting reimbursement for the interest on the 
Line of Credit. Gary will look into the matter. 
9. Budget
A. Tara will need it by the end of next week. 

B. The Zoning Administrator’s request for an increase of pay was discussed and the 
Board 
recommended she receive a 3% cost of living increase as the zoning 
administrator/head lister rather than the standard 1.5% cost of living increase for 
part time workers.

C. The Board Members will look over the proposed Budget including the adjustments 
they made and all will get back to Tara with recommendations.  

10. Ordinance
A. The Board felt development of needed ordinances could be discussed at a later 
date since It is not a priority issue at this time. 

11. The Friends of Northern Lake Champlain Letter was noted.
12. Northeast Kingdom Waste Management District Budget of $694,978 will be in the Town Report. 
13. Amendments – None at this time.

A. Land Use Permit-Jay Peak was noted

B. ACT 250 Jay Peak Stateside Cottages was noted.

C. Common Level of Appraisal-2014 was noted.
