
The regular Meeting of the Town of Jay Zoning Board of Adjustment was held on Monday, December 11th 2017 at 6:00 p.m. at the Jay Municipal Building

The Following are the unofficial minutes until approved by the board; 

1.  Peter Fina called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m.

2. Additions or Deletions to the Agenda: 

a. Arlene Abadi stated she will submit the Zoning Board members total  meetings
 attended for 2017 to the Town Clerk tomorrow. She stated she will contact them if the Town Clerk needs any paperwork from them. 

b. Earline Morse asked if she was reappointed to the Zoning Board. Arlene Abadi stated the Select Board approved her reappointment for a 3 year term. 

3. Public Comment Period: None

4. Approve the minutes of November 13th: Earline Morse moved the board approve the minutes of November 13th. Liz Sargent seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously.

5. Zoning Administrators Report: Arlene Abadi:

a. She was contacted by Ralph Perry, he let her know the ramp on Beverly Morse’s property on Morse rd. has been cut back to be less than 64 square feet. She verified this with a site visit. Mr. Perry asked if he could put a roof over the structure without getting a permit and she told him this was okay.

b. She received payment for $336.56 for the Subdivision Permit issued to Marcus Desrochers, from Dereck Long, one of the purchasers of the subdivided lots. She sent a copy of this information to Marcus & Roland Desrochers.

c. She distributed a copy of the new Zoning Permit Application Form.

d. She spoke with Allison Low at NVDA to discuss the Development and Land Use Regulations. The board decided to discuss this at its January Meeting.

e. She has not yet heard back from Walter Elander as to whether Jay Peak will be ready to have the Public Hearing for the proposed Soccer Fields at the Zoning Boards January Meeting. 

6. Public Hearing at 6:15 p.m., Application #17-55, submitted by John Mattson.  The applicant is seeking a Conditional Use Permit to allow for Occasional Temporary Parking for use by Jay Peak Resort. This proposed project is located on property owned by John Mattson located off VT Route #242(Mattson's Pit)

a. The Public Hearing began at 6:15 p.m., Mr. Tom Howell representing Jay Peak stated not much has changed and the resort seeks to continue to use Mattson’s Pit for parking. He stated the resort uses this lot about 5 times/year for parking overflow.
	
b. He stated they have added a gate to be locked when the lot is not is use to protect the items Mr. Mattson has stored on the lot. 

c. Arlene Abadi noted John Mattson signed the Permit Application and it was notarized.

d. Peter Fina asked about the Solar Light on the property. Mr. Howell stated he will check it and make sure it is working.

e. He updated board members on other things happening at the resort: He said the sign at the Inglenook has been replaced, the first group of Jay 1’s a have arrived, they have acquired new Shuttle Vans and Suburban’s, they now have 35 drivers and a ½ million dollar budget for the Shuttle Service, they will have one more job Fair, and he asked about the Town of Jay having a Traffic Ordinance. Arlene Abadi said the Select Board adopted one and it is on the town’s website.

f. The Public Hearing ended at 6:30p.m.
 
7. Public Hearing at 6:30 p.m., Application #17-56, submitted by John Mattson.  The applicant is seeking a Conditional Use Permit to allow for the Temporary Location of Storage Containers for use by Jay Peak Resort. This proposed project is located on property owned by John Mattson located off VT Route #242(Mattson's Pit).

a. The Public Hearing began at 6:30 p.m.; Mr. Tom Howell stated the resort is currently using the pit for the location of Storage Containers. He stated they are located in the far back corner.

b. Arlene Abadi noted John Mattson signed the Permit Application and it was notarized. 

c. The Public Hearing ended at 6:45 p.m.

8. Discussion and vote on Permit Applications:

a. Shirley Talbot moved the board approve Permit Application #17-55 with the conditions; the permit is not issued until it is paid in full, the containers are not visible from Route #242, and the Permit is valid for a one year time frame. Liz Sargent seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously.

b. Michelle Spring moved the board approve Permit Application #17-56 with the conditions, the permit is not issued until it is paid in full and the Permit is valid for a one year time frame. Earline Morse seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously.

9. Missisquoi Valley Water Shed Overview: Lindsey Wight:

a. Ms. Wight presented information on the current status of the watershed, the towns included, resources that are available to towns, and Volunteer Opportunities.

b. She stated grant opportunities are available for projects to help maintain rivers, river corridors, and river enjoyment.

c. She presented information on the Wild and Scenic Corridors.

d. She answered question from board members about Town Planning around the Watershed, the Missiquoi River, and flooding.
