The Following are the unofficial minutes until approved by the board: 

1.  Peter Fina called the meeting to order at 6:11 p.m.

2. Additions or Deletions to the Agenda: None

3. Public Comment Period: None 

4. Approve the minutes of January 8th, 2018. Peter Fina moved the board approve the minutes. Liz Sargent seconded the motion. The board approved the motion unanimously.

5. Zoning Administrators Report: Arlene Abadi: 

a. She asked the board if Pond Permits are required for the Ponds (these are Waster Water dry Ponds) being dug by Jay Peak for its Soccer Fields. The board asked her to check with VLTC on this. 

b. She reported she received a copy of a Waste Water Permit for property owned by Josh & Ravan Macfarlane on the Cross Road. She stated this was a condition of the permit issued by the Zoning Board for the Macfarlane’s to build a Single Family Dwelling. 

c. She has three past due Zoning Permit accounts from 2017 she is working on collecting. 

d. She issued a Building Permit to Roger Perreault to add a Deck onto his house on his property on VT Route #105.

e. She is issuing a Building Permit for Dennis Beloin to build an addition to his house on Maple Street.

f. She met with Joe Pollender who owns property on VT RTE #105. He is potentially selling his property. He told her the purchaser is interested in building a Lodge or maybe a few cabins for lodging and maybe a Cross Country Ski center. They discussed the process for the permitting of this. He originally told her he wanted to have a Public Hearing for this at the Zoning Boards March meeting. He contacted her and said he wants to wait until April as he needs to meet with the potential buyers again. 

g. She met with Sebastian Latraverse to review the Building Permit Process as he wants to build a residence on property owned by his mother Rachelle Lapointe on High Pines Drive.

h. She received a phone call from a Real Estate agent. He wanted to know the Zoning Regulations for property owned by Max Monserrat on Leavitt’s Circle. He told her he has a potential buyer interested in possibly using the property for Snowmobile/Snowshoe Rental and possibly lodging. 

6. Discuss Development and Land Use Regulations: 

a. The board reviewed the draft of the definitions section update. The board members agreed to put this item on the agenda for adoption at its March meeting.

b. Arlene Abadi gave Peter Fina copies of suggested changes to the Land Use Regulations. These suggestions are from feedback she has received from VLTC. They relate to: Lot Line adjustment, Maple Sugaring Operations and Permit time frames/expiration. Mr. Fina will make the changes, email to board members, and this will be reviewed at the boards March meeting.
